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Homework at Hazelwick

As a member of Hazelwick you will regularly be given homework. It will be set for
most subjects as we believe it is an essential part of a student’s learning. It
reinforces skills, concepts and information learned in the class. Homework also
encourages students to show initiative and take responsibility for completing a
task.

You should work closely with your parents/carers in establishing a routine, which
allows you the time and space needed to complete your homework.

Students are expected to do about 40 minutes of homework each evening.
Mrs Partridge, Head of Year 7, will create a homework timetable which will spread
your homework commitments over the two-week timetable. This will ensure you
don’t get too much or too little homework on an individual evening.

Subjects such as History and Geography will give you homework once a fortnight.
The core curriculum subjects, Maths, Science and English will each give you one
piece of homework per week. A short piece of French or Spanish homework will
be set at the end of each lesson.

All homework will be set online through Satchel One, www.satchelone.com - you
and your parents/carers will be given log in details when you start at Hazelwick.
