Mock Examinations: Tuesday 2" — Friday 19*" December 2025

I am writing to explain the arrangements for the forthcoming mock examinations. During
the mock exam period, from Tuesday 3™ December, students will be expected to attend
school during periods 1-4 and may return home at lunchtime (1.25pm) to undertake
private study in the afternoon, providing they do not have an exam during period 5. The
examination timetable, on the Hazelwick Examinations webpage, details the subject,
date, time and location for each exam. When not in an afternoon exam, students should
be at home to study independently, making use of this time and consolidating the learning
that has taken place here in school.
