Year 7 History Trip to Lewes Castle 

 

I have organised two trips for 80 students (40 on each day) in Year 7 to visit Lewes Castle.  These 
trips will take place on Monday 22nd May (Block 1 students) and Tuesday 23rd May (Block 2 
students).  We shall be leaving at 8:45am and returning by 3:30pm.  The visit will consist of four 
separate sessions: a tour of Lewes Castle; a medieval artefacts handling session; a drama 
session; and a tour around the castle museum.  Students will need to bring a packed lunch for 
the day. 
 

Year 7 students have studied the Norman Conquest this year and this visit will enhance their 
understanding of how William the Conqueror established control of the country through the 
building of castles. As we are only able to take a limited number of students I am only asking for 
expressions of interest at this stage. If your son/ daughter would like to have a chance of 
attending this trip then please return the attached reply slip by Friday 10th March to Mrs Barton 
in the History Office. 
 

All names received by this date will be placed in a hat and names will be drawn out at random. 
Parents/carers will then be informed if their son/daughter has gained a place by the end of the 
following week (week ending 17th March). 
 

Those who gain a place on this trip are invited to make a voluntary contribution of £30.50 
which will cover the cost of the visit including transport and other incidental costs. I must, 
however, tell you that as the school could not bear the cost of the visit, the visit will not take 
place unless all parents/carers, who are able to, are willing to contribute.  
 
If your son/daughter is eligible for the Pupil Premium grant, then we can use this funding to 
cover the cost of this trip.
